INTRODUCTION

A settlement has been reached in a class action lawsuit involving the Shell pipeline rupture and levee breach at or near Nairn, Louisiana, as a result of Hurricane Katrina.  The claims included in the class action settlement are set forth in the detailed Notice.  Generally, you should complete this claim form if you are a member of the class and sustained damage to either immovable, movable, real or personal property.  For more detail on the settlement, whether you are included, what claims are included, and whether you should consider filing this Claim Form, visit www.nairnclaims.com .  If you are a Class Member and sustained damages covered by the Settlement, you must fill out this Claim Form to have the court appointed Special Master consider your claim for damages to be paid from the Settlement Fund.


The purpose of the Settlement, and the nature of the claims, do not include property damage caused by wind from Hurricane Katrina or flood water that overtopped either the East or West levees.  As set forth in the Settlement Agreement, the claims are primarily for delayed access in returning to your property caused by prolonged flooding due to the levee breach, oil contamination from the pipeline rupture and any property damage caused by prolonged saltwater exposure.


This Sworn Claim Form does not address oil contamination inspection or remediation.  For details on this, visit the website (www.nairnclaims.com) and view the remediation plan document.  You must make your remediation inspection claim separately.  Follow the instructions in the document.


IMPORTANT INSTRUCTIONS

1. Deadline.  To be eligible for benefits from the settlement, your completed Sworn Claim Form and supporting documentation, if applicable, must be postmarked no later than October 31, 2007.  If you do not mail the completed Sworn Claim Form and supporting documentation, if applicable, on or before that date, you will lose your right, if any, to benefits from the settlement.                

2. Mailing Address.  Send your completed Sworn Claim Form and supporting documentation to:  Office of Nairn Claims, Special Master, P.O. Box 60600, New Orleans, LA 70160-0600.

3. One Claim Form Per Class Member:  Each Class Member seeking benefits under the settlement must complete and submit a separate Sworn Claim Form.  You may not submit claims for two or more Class Members on the same Sworn Claim Form.  You may photocopy the Sworn Claim Form, download copies from the website (www.nairnclaims.com), or call the Court Appointed Disbursing Agent, toll free at 877​840-3850 to obtain another set of Sworn Claim Forms.  Minors, interdicts and deceased must file separate, individual Sworn Claim Forms, which must be filed by those authorized to act on behalf of these individuals.

4. Complete, Correct and Honest Answers.  All questions on the Sworn Claim Form must be answered honestly, completely and accurately, and must be legible.  If you run out of space to answer each question completely, please attach additional sheets.  The deliberate submission of false or misleading information will result in your being ineligible to participate in the Settlement and may result in the imposition of criminal sanctions.  The submission of incorrect or incomplete information may delay the processing of your claim, or may lead to the rejection of your claim or the reduction of your benefit.  Your claim for benefits will be deemed incomplete without the requested information and may be rejected if there is insufficient information or documentation to make a benefit determination.

5. Keep a Copy.  So that you can document the submission of your completed Sworn Claim Form, it is recommended that you maintain a copy for your records.

6. Submission of a Sworn Claim Form Does Not Guarantee Payment from the Settlement.  Upon receipt of a completed Sworn Claim Form and supporting documentation, if applicable, the Special Master will evaluate your claim and will notify you of the benefits, if any, to which you are entitled.

7. Additional Information.  If the Special Master determines that he needs additional information from you to properly evaluate your claim, he may, after reviewing your initial submission, request additional information or documentation.  If such a request is made, you will be required to provide this additional information.

8. IRS Form 1099.  The Court Appointed Disbursing Agent will send each Class Member an IRS Form 1099 indicating the taxable portion of any proceeds received from the Settlement.

9. You are responsible for providing all necessary information and documentation to support your claim.  The Special Master will not request records, documents, invoices, or other information from any third party and, instead, will rely solely on what you provide.
